The Holy Ministry Demonstrates Compassion For God’s People

“When Jesus saw the crowds, he had compassion on them” (Matthew 9:36). The Greek word
translated “compassion” refers to a type of love that almost overwhelms one’s emotions. Imagine a
tather looking at his little girl lying in a hospital bed near death. The father’s heart aches. That
tather would allow the surgeon to cut any organ out of him, without anesthesia, and transplant it
into his daughter, if that’s what it took to save his little gitl’s life. That’s the idea behind the Greek
word for “compassion.” Jesus looks at the people and is willing to do anything for them—to make
any sacrifice, even the ultimate one at the cross.

In that same compassion, the Lord of the Church raises up ministers. As those ministers share his
grace and mercy, Christ saves eternal lives. More, he fills those ministers with his Spirit, so that they
also feel compassion for God’s people.

"This, then, is how you ought to regard us: as servants of Christ and as those entrusted with the
mysteries God has revealed. “Now it is tequired that those who have been given a trust must prove
faithful. °T care very little if I am judged by you or by any human court; indeed, I do not even judge
myself. “My conscience is clear, but that does not make me innocent. It is the Lord who judges me.
"Therefore judge nothing before the appointed time; wait until the Lord comes. He will bring to
light what is hidden in darkness and will expose the motives of the heart. At that time each will
receive their praise from God.

God's Word In Our Lives

The Holy Ministry Demonstrates Compassion For God's People

Matthew 9:35—10:8

*Jesus went through all the towns and villages, teaching in their synagogues, proclaiming the
good news of the kingdom and healing every disease and sickness. *When he saw the crowds, he
had compassion on them, because they were harassed and helpless, like sheep without a shepherd.
Then he said to his disciples, “The harvest is plentiful but the workers are few. **Ask the Lord of
the harvest, therefore, to send out workers into his harvest field.”

Tesus called his twelve disciples to him and gave them authority to drive out imputre spirits and
to heal every disease and sickness.

“These are the names of the twelve apostles: first, Simon (who is called Peter) and his brother
Andrew; James son of Zebedee, and his brother John; “Philip and Bartholomew; Thomas and
Matthew the tax collector; James son of Alphaeus, and Thaddaeus; ‘Simon the Zealot and Judas
Iscariot, who betrayed him.

"These twelve Jesus sent out with the following instructions:

“Do not go among the Gentiles or enter any town of the Samaritans. °Go rather to the lost
sheep of Israel. "As you go, proclaim this message: “The kingdom of heaven has come near.” *Heal
the sick, raise the dead, cleanse those who have leprosy, drive out demons. Freely you have

received; freely give.
